FUNDRAISING

Southern Wisconsin All Airborne Chapter (SWAAC) has conducted numerous fundraisers through-
out the years. Some examples of these are Car Shows, Golf Outings, Bowling, Pig Roasts, Dances
and Dinners that are held at local businesses. Several years ago Lenny Palmer and Bill Lawrence
on 1050 WLIP conducted an on-air fundraiser that netted almost $6,000 in one week.

Several of the 2018 Fundraisers were:

* A Golf Outing on June 8" at Bristol Oaks Country Club that included 18 holes of golf, green fees,
cart, lunch, dinner and raffle prizes for $100 entry fee. For those wanting to attend the dinner
only the fee was $30.

* A Pig Roast Block Party was held at Fec Place downtown on July 14" with about 1,000 in
attendance. Master Sergeant Cedric King was honored and spoke at the event. He served as a
U.S. Army Ranger in Afghanistan. Cedric lost both of his legs to an IED explosion while trying to
save another soldier for which he earned the Purple Heart. He spoke of the long emotional
journey a wounded veteran along with the family experiences after such a traumatic injury. His
path to coming back included adjusting to the realization of the loss of his limbs and the fear he
could no longer be a husband or father. His first hurdle was learning to walk with prosthetics. He
progressed to the point where he ran in the Boston Marathon and competes in triathlons. This
year he plans to run in the Chicago Marathon. Nick Pulera, a SWAAC official, presented Cedric
with a $3,500 check at this event.

* The 16™ Annual Car Show was scheduled for September 2™ on Simmons Island this year but fell
victim to our rainy weather. Besides the cars, trucks, motorcycles and military vehicles on display
there are many family friendly activities. These include food & drinks, family activities, a 50/50 &
other raffles, door prizes, and music. Next year plans are for this event to be held at UW-
Parkside.
